TERMS AND CONDITIONS
(1)  Publisher and Journalist/artist/editor/photographer agree that in relation to material to which this Agreement relates that in consideration of the payment of the fee referred to in Clause 3 of the Schedule the material shall be licenced to Publisher for the use as defined in Clause 5 of the Schedule for a period of three months after the delivery date referred to in Clause 2.

(2)  Publisher agrees that the right hereby licensed are the rights to reproduce the material on one occasion only.

(3)  All copyright and other rights in the material, including rights to publish or broadcast in areas other than that specified in Clause 5 of the Schedule, reprinting or rebroadcasting rights, to subsequent publication or broadcast, and all other rights whatsoever shall remain the property of Journalist/artist/editor/photographer. The licence granted to publish or broadcast the material shall expire three months after the delivery date referred to in Clause 2 of the Schedule.

(4)  Publisher agrees that the Credit Line specified in Clause 7 of the Schedule shall accomany publication or broadcast of the material. If Publisher desires to publish or broadcast the material without the Credit Line then the Publisher agrees to pay Journalist/artist/editor/photographer a further fee of 100% of the fee referred to in Clause 3 of the Schedule.

(5)  Publisher acknowledges and agrees that Publisher shall only reproduce the material for the purposes agreed to herein. Publisher acknowledges that the licence granted herein is personal to Publisher and shall not be assigned or otherise transferred by Publisher.

(6)  Publisher agrees to pay the fee referred to in Clause 3 of the Schedule within 14 days after the delivery date referred to in Clause 2 of the Schedule.
(7)  Where in advance of the delivery date, Publisher wishes for any reason not to poceed with the publication or broadcast of the material Publisher shall pay to Journalist/artist/editor/photographer one half of the fee referred to in Clause 3 of the Schedule. Further Publisher shall pay to Journalist/artist/editor/photographer all expenses incurred to date of notification.

(8)  Subject to the warranty in Clause 9 Publisher shall be responsible for paying any damages and/or court costs which may be imposed as a result of any court action in relation to defamation or any other tortious action undertaken by third party concerning the material including any damages and/or court costs which might be imposed on Journalist/artist/editor/ photographer.

(9)  Journalist/artist/editor/photographer warrants that Journalist/artist/editor/photographer has the full right and power to enter into this agreement and shall keep Publisher fully indemnified in relation to any claim for breach of copyright by any third party.

(10)  Publisher acknowledges and accepts that Publisher shall be responsible for any loss or damage whatsoever to the material supplied to Publisher hereunder from the date of delivery of the material to Publisher until the same is returned to Journalist/artist/editor/photographer in accordance with the provisions hereof. Publisher agrees that at the expiration of the licence granted Publisher shall promptly return to Journalist/artist/editor/photographer all material submitted by Journalist/ artist/editor/photographer.
